Rec-Line is a user pay service.  Participants may use  
allocated funding to pay for Rec -Line.  Most activities advertised have a 
staff support of 1:5 ratio.   Rec -Line can provide 1:1 support for  
participants for an additional charge for activities.    
Holidays are advertised as ñhighò, ñmediumò or ñlowò support. 
 

Payment is to be made at the end of each month or via eftpos, cash or 
cheque upon receipt of an invoice.   Direct Debit for payments can also 
be arranged.     A non -refundable deposit is required to confirm all book-
ings for all holidays.  
 

The Rec -Line price includes staff & volunteer support & costs, transport 
charges, meals, snacks and drinks where indicated, administration costs 

and applicable entrance fees.  
 

The Board of Directors has determined that in the event of a cancellation 
of a booked activity or holiday by a participant a fee will apply to cover 
administration and/or other expenses.
